It should be a minimum of
two lines in length.

You will prepare a poster board with the quote written on it. You should identify
the speaker underneath the quote, along with the author, title, act, and scene of the play.
For example:

“What’s in a name? That which we call a rose
By any other word would smell as sweet.”

The words must be neatly written and within quotation marks. You must
accompany the words with a picture that relates to the quote selected. You must be

prepared to present your poster and explain your quote, its significance to the play, who
is speaking, and your related drawing.
